       The Council objected to this application for the same reasons for application 2012/1135 ie “it is not an annex 
   ie a building attached to another but is separated from the main house and 
   could therefore in future be sold as a separate dwelling. It is in open 
   countryside and North Lincs have refused previous applications on this site on
   this basis. If planning permission be granted, the Parish Council would like a 
   condition imposed that this "annex" must always be used by the occupiers of 
   the main building.” Secondly, the Parish Council would refer you to the reasons North Lincs l gave on 
      refusing permission for 2012/1135 ie “The site is located in open countryside outside the development boundary of  
      Belton within open countryside. It is considered that the annex will result in encroachment into open countryside and 
      result in demonstrable harm being caused to the character & appearance of the open countryside. Furthermore, the 
      council considers that there is insufficient justification for the proposal & alternative  options have been insufficiently 
      explored by the applicant. The  proposal is therefore contrary to policy CS3 of North Lincs Core Strategy & policies 
      RD2, RD10 and DS1 of the North Lincs Local Plan”.
