     Mr. Jonathan Moore Lamb who acting for consultants for the Golf Course, had put up display boards with photos of 
     proposed development. He said that it would not be a large holiday park scheme. He said that many golf courses were in 
     decline and many were diversifying  in order to keep going. The aim of this scheme was to provide excellent 
     accommodation for guests. There were plans for a 60 bed hotel on site but that was no longer viable and that this
     scheme was in lieu of that. The scheme would have no impact on the surrounding area  and would comprise 24 lodges 
     and office. Phase 1 would be 10 lodges and the office and phase 2 would be 15 lodges at a future date.

     Cllr. Ferris said it was a brilliant scheme as it would not be visible from the roads, it would secure the position of the 

     golf course and should be supported. Cllr. Neale said it was a well positioned scheme. Cllr. Pryce asked if the Council

     would be invited to see progress and Mr. Lamb said yes. Cllr. Worrall asked what the timescale was. Mr. Lamb said 6/8 

     weeks hopefully with construction during January/February 2014 with phase 1 ready by summer 2014. Hopefully phase 

     2 the following year. Cllr. Baker asked if it would be for golfers only and Mr. Lamb said no. Cllr. Drury asked if there 

     would be play areas for children and there would be.
