Minutes of the Meeting of Belton Parish Council held on 19th November 2013 in Belton Public Hall.

               Seventeen  members of public present.
Apologies for Absence:  Cllrs. Baker, Davies & Redfern.
 Public Forum: The problem of manholes on High Street raised – Clerk had been informed that this was in hands of contractor.
 Mr. Ben Jackson addressed the meeting to sound out Councillors about the possibility of his planto submit an application for the building of an agricultural building in Belton Fields. He said that this would be on the land of his parents where he lived and where he was raising some livestock and would like to do more and also to store hay etc. Cllr. Greensitt applauded the fact that youngsters wanted to be in farming and that too much notice was taken of historic  nature. Cllr. Ripley agreed saying that there was also a precedent with another building on Belton Fields. Cllr. Ferris said once building was up then others would follow. Mr. Jackson said the land was only five acres with no room for more. Cllr. White said that what was there was already good. The general feeling of the Council was that the idea in principle was good.  
There then followed a presentation by Mrs. Adams on behalf of most of the members of the public about objections to Planning Application 2013/1402 for solar panels on land off Green Lane. She said that Green Lane was a single track  with twenty three houses only five of which had been notified of the application by North Lincs and the applicant had made no contact with any of them. There would be over 8000 panels which would have an impact on landscape, wildlife, ramblers and horse riders. She said that green fields should not be used for this and queried also the stated amount of electricity that would be produced. The lane was not suitable for the number of articulated and other HGV’s that would arrive during the construction.
Cllr. Ferris said that the case had been well presented and said that it would be an eyesore on a historic open landscape and that there were plenty of brown fields sites available including Sandtoft Industrial Estate. The land would be lost to wildlife.
Cllr. Neale agreed with these comments and said that the information sheet failed on four out of ten points. The applicant seemed arrogant. The area is well known for walkers and it would murder wildlife. Cllr. Warwick said that it was not the right location and it seemed to be convenient that the application had gone in so quickly. On the data sheet it said no footpaths around the site when there are and it said no trees and there are ie Shaw Nook Lane.
Cllr. Ripley said it was a most unsuitable site, too big in the wrong place.

One resident was concerned that construction vehicles might use Bird Lane which was totally unsuitable.

There was also concern about some of the hawthorn hedges that surround the site.
The Council agreed with Cllr. Greensitt’s suggestion to support any media campaign.

The Council agreed at this point do deal with the application 2013/1402 at this point so that the public present would hear the Council’s comments.

2013/1402   Land North of Green Lane, install 2.04mw ground mounted solar PV system – Full Planning.

       Two letters of objection had been received.

Belton Parish Council is strongly opposed to this application. Green Lane is a single track lane with 23 houses and is totally 

unsuited for use by HGV’s of any type that would be used in the construction and maintenance of the solar panels. 
Installing over 8000 solar panels will have an extremely destructive and disruptive effect on the local wildlife which includes
 birds, plants and reptiles. It is an historic open landscape. There are public footpaths surrounding the site (contrary to 
what is said in the Design and Access Statement) that are used by many walkers, ramblers and horse riders. There are 
plenty of  brown field sites in the county which would be more suitable for this type of use including parts of Sandtoft 
Industrial Estate. The applicant states that the agricultural  potential  is low yet in October a maize crop was grown for bio-
fuel. The applicant States that there are no trees on adjoining the land but there are trees along Shaw Nook Lane etc.

There are also concerns that Bird Lane may be used for access which again is totally unsuitable for anything other than cars 
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and 4x4 vehicles.
