       It was decided that as the soil for this strip was grade 2 and sandy but as the land was of a historic nature the Council 
       should put an offer in to protect the nature of it and as a replacement for some of the Parish land that was sold in the 
       1950’s and 1960’s. Cllr. Baker proposed making an offer of £6500, seconded by Cllr. Mattu this was passed with 
        two councillors voting  against.
15.  Consider Proposal to Adopt Woodcarr Lane..

       A vote was taken to exclude the public for this item
       Cllr. Warwick declared a prejudicial interest in this item and  left the meeting. The problems with the path were discussed 
       as it had been neglected for some years. There was a letter from Belton Private Roads Committee  (BPRC) which said 
       that they had maintained the path and had said they were going to put a gate on it. In view of this and  also the fact that 
       whoever was responsible for the path would be responsible for any maintenance and litter clearance, it was decided that it 
       was not the Parish Council’s responsibility. The Clerk to write to BPRC asking them to carry out their agreement to install 
       a gate.
