Public Forum: Representative from NL Homes talked about the meeting held 22/7/2014 and explained they wanted more of a partnership with the Parish Council, Police etc. Regular meetings would be held in future and they were going to do a full appraisal of properties etc.

13.  Consider Request for Grant for Collinson Cooper Hall.

       Cllr. Redfern said that it was a good idea. It was stated that in 2002 structural faults in the roof forced the closure of the 

       hall. A survey carried out had received over one hundred positive responses from persons who would use the hall. Roof 
       repairs were to cost between £150000 and £160000. The Barrow Race committee will donate £500.If the Parish Council 
      granted £1100 it would be helpful in applications for other grants. If the funding could not be raised, there would be 
      further deterioration and the hall would be demolished and the site would go to the Diocese and be sold off. Cllr. Ripley  

      said  that there had been limited use in the past and  the Council supported Belton Pavilion.. Cllr. Davies thought more 
      should be given. Cllr. Neale proposed giving £1100, seconded by Cllr. Redfern this was passed. The committee was told 

       they could always come back for more in the future.
