Apologies for Absence:  Cllrs. Mattu and  Davies.
Public Forum: Belton Barrow Race cancelled because of insurance problems, will now be held in September. Some of the public had come to complain about the proposed planning permission regarding Ashtree Close ie planning 2014/0550. The complaints concerned the siting of fences and footpaths and the proposed play areas which could attract even more anti-social behaviour. The work involved could also affect the roots of existing trees. 
It was agreed to bring forward item  7 to deal with the planning application at this  point.
2014/0550  Resolved, The Parish Council has received complaints concerning possible damage to existing tree roots, the anti-social behaviour that will arise from the proposed playgrounds, especially as Ashtree Close is already plagued by anti-social behaviour by tenants which North Lincolnshire Homes seems reluctant to tackle. It is also noted that the application relates to land not owned by North Lincolnshire Homes. The Parish Council asks that the development should conform to "Secure by Design" guidelines. Also that before any decision is taken that ALL residents on Ashtree Close are consulted about these plans  preferably by a meeting in the Public Hall.

Then a lady spoke about her proposed application ie 2014/593 and the problems she has with her property.
