    Cllrs. Ferris and Neale declared interests in item 9 and Cllr. Mattu declared an interest in item 8 planning 2015/0034.
 3. Approval and Signing of the Minutes of the Meeting Held on  20th January 2015.
     The minutes were approved and signed by the Chairman.
4. Matters Arising from the Minutes of the Meeting Held on  20th January 2015.      
    Cllr. Ferris commented on item 8 f) He said that he had been treasurer since 1987 and during this period there had been a 
    succession of leaders of the Playgroup without any problems until now. There has been a constant  want, want, want which 
    have usually been acceded to. Recently work had been done at a cost of £1000. When the problem of rats arose, they 

    contacted North Lincs first, not myself. They have had provided at no cost to themselves of an outside tap, blackboard, bell, 

    gates. They have too much equipment and have filled the back room.  They say they do not have contact details but Cllr. 

    Neale said they have his details but heard nothing. Cllr. Ferris had requested details of their Chairman and Secretary but heard 

    nothing. Cllr. Pryce  said that Michelle lived opposite him and said he would pass on details. He also said that painting in 
    progress but not the ceiling as this was not asked for. The Playgroup had bought paint themselves and deducted £114 from 

    the rent. Cllr. Neale said that there was a clash of personalities but he has gone out of his way to help. Cllr. Neale also said 

    that when the boiler broke down and paint was not drying he went down with others to help dry the paint. Cllr. Davies 

    suggested that if there are personality clashes then manager should contact someone else. Cllr. Ripley raised the question of 
    rental rates  which were £5 per hour for the group and £6 per hour for other hall users. He was told that the Playgroup 
    contributed some 60% to 70% of total income. Cllr. Ferris said that the group were using about 80% of the gas and 
    electricity. Cllr. Ripley asked if the structural survey had been done but the Chairman said that it had not due to his broken 
     ankle.

    erected on King Edward Street. Cllr. Redfern mentioned about placing a defibrillator machine at the Public Hall but Cllr.

    Ferris said that the garage would be better site as it was open 24/7.

    New notice board for Public Hall required. Cllr. Pryce reported that the corrugated fence overhanging pavement at 110 High 

    Street had had a temporary repair with plywood and would be pulled down next year. Cllr. Drury said that North Lincs had 

    done some repairs to roads on Turbary and would be doing Green Lane.

       Epworth Town Council be consulted about their experience a vote was proposed to purchase one by Cllr. Davies, seconded 

       by Cllr. Warwick, there were 8 votes for and 1 against.

       The Clerk had  e-mailed 6 companies and one had rung up out of the blue. Two had been returned as not known and   

He then proceeded to open them and they were as follows:- Paul Hinds Gardening Services £2340, 
       Jackson’s Gardening Services £1920 and North Lincs Council of £1487.84. 
       Cllr. Redfern declared an interest and did not vote, Cllr. Pryce proposed accepting the quotation for North Lincs, seconded

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      contract  but the Council discarded that until they had seen the standard of work during the forthcoming year.

      The Clerk had received a quote from Derbyshire Stock Fencing, one with two strands of barbed wire for £1330 plus vat 

       and one with a horizontal wooden rail for £2955. Both to include 10 foot galvanised gate and motor bike inhibitor stile.

      A quotation had been received from Pearson Brothers last year for £3600. Tim Allen from North Lincs was also going to 

       come to the site with possible suggestions.

       Cllr. Ripley proposed accepting the £2955 quotation from Derbyshire Fencing, seconded  by Cllr. Pryce this was passed 

       unanimously. Cllr. Ferris said that the planting of Hawthorn and Blackthorn along side of the fencing would be beneficial.
