14 . Consider Stoning of Tracks in Belton Fields, Turbary & The Furlong & Removal of Stone From Belton Fish Farm.

      APS Movements had told Cllr. Ripley that the costs of stoning Stockholes and Belton Fields would be same as previously ie 
      £500 & £600. About 60 tonnes extra of stone would be needed in addition to that at Belton Fish Farm and would cost would 

       be £10-£15 per tonne depending on size of stone wanted. Ask APS Movements to do this, Cllr. Drury said he would 

       progress this.
      Following representations made by residents of the Furlong, the Parish Council agreed to stone the Furlong with scarifying 
       and possible “thumping down” when they do Belton Fields. They will probably do each time they do Belton Fields.

       Cllr. Drury said that it should be “whacked” down and Cllr. |Ferris said that it should be scarified level then stoned. The 

       Council agreed that this should be done. Cllr. Ferris said that road planings would in future be ground down.

      The Clerk had distributed t to all councillors. The Clerk to try and get an idiots guide to the report ie what are the most  

       serious and urgent matters that should be attended to. It was also reported that water from the guttering between the Public 

      Hall and Methodist Church was causing severe damp problems in the toilets of the Hall. This was because of the water from 

       the overhang of the roof on the Church and the gutters inadequate. Quotations needed from industrial decorators for 

       painting. Cllr. Greensitt suggested an artist should re-paint the mural. Cllr. Drury asked what the first priory was ie sort 

      guttering. Cllr. Ferris said  that  there was nothing structural needed doing.
