PUBLIC FORUM 

Mrs Miller asked if the council had given any thought to what was going to happen to the old minute books and would they be going to the Archives in Lincoln. Mrs Miller thinks it would be helpful to have them in the Archives. It was agreed that the Parish Council would place this matter on the January Agenda to decide what they will do with the minute books. The clerk will contact Lincoln Archives to get an estimate of the cost for archiving the documents. 

Mr Steads raised the following points, overhanging branches on the tree next to footpath at OAP bungalows at Stockshill which is resulting in bird mess on the pavement. Cllr Pryce gave Mr Stead a contact number for Sharon Hague at ONGO. The contractor for the churchyard grass cutting has not made a good job this year. The bus shelter at Stockshill needs painting and repairs carried out.

Discussions took place regarding locking the cabinets and if there was any keys for them. Cllr Warwick said that if there were no keys he could get new locks.

6. POLICE MATTERS/ANTI-SOCIAL BEHAVIOUR 

Cllr Pryce said that the next NATS meeting will be in January 2017. 

Cllr Davies said that there is still a problem with HGVs on Westgate road. 
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7. CORRESPONDENCE 

(a) AON insurance changes to Insurance Act (2015)
(b) Mathew Hartley has sent a letter of resignation with immediate effect. The clerk will inform North Lincs Council and arrange a public notice. 
8. ELECTION OF COUNCIL REPRESENTATIVE FOR BELTON COMMUNITY AID CHARITY 
Cllr Pryce proposed Cllr Warwick for the position which was approved. 

9. PURCHASE OF NEW COMPUTER AND RELEVANT SOFTWARE
Mrs Fowler said that she could get the computer and software for little over £300. It was agreed that she could go ahead and purchase the items. 

10. CONSIDER INCLUDING PURCHASE/RENTING FLASHING SPEED SIGNS 

Lengthy discussions took place regarding the purchase/renting flashing speed signs. Cllr Glew said that it may be better to try the flashing signs before purchasing. Mrs Fowler explained the costs of the flashing signs that were purchased for West Butterwick. Cllr Pryce proposed that the council include renting/purchasing speed flashing signs in next year’s precept, Cllr Warwick seconded the proposal which was put to the vote and resulted six in favour and 2 against. 
11. CONSIDER COMPENSATION FOR MR JACKSON FOR DRAINAGE WORK UNDERTAKEN 

Discussions took place regarding the work that has been carried out and the cost that Mr Jackson has incurred. It was said that the work carried out would benefit Parish Council asset. The land now looks very tidy compared to previous years. Cllr Warwick proposed that Mr Jackson should invoice the council for £2500 and the council give him a five year rent freeze. Cllr Pryce seconded the proposal which was put to the vote and resulted in a unanimous vote in favour. 
12. CHRISTMAS TREE – CLLR M GLEW

Cllr Glew said that the council previously agreed to place a Christmas tree outside the public hall in the corner, a bracket would need to be made to fix the tree to the pillar. Cllr Glew said that he would be willing to make the bracket. Discussions took place regarding the Christmas lights. Cllr White said that he would look in his garage to see if he had any spare lights that the council could use. 
13. NOTICE BOARD AT THE SHOP – CLLR M GLEW 

Cllr Glew reported that the notice board at the shop is in a bad state and needs some work doing to it and also needs of varnishing. Cllr Pryce said that he would look at the notice board.  
14. FACEBOOK – CLLR M GLEW 
Cllr Glew asked if business could advertise on the council Facebook page. He was informed that in line with the website only non-profit organisations could use it. 

15. WEBSITE – CLLR M GLEW

Cllr Glew said that he had received complaints that the minutes and agendas were not up to date on the website and that the website needs to be brightened up and made more appealing. Ray Mathews stated that the minutes and agendas were not up to date due to the technical issues that he has had with the council computer. He will ensure that all documents are uploaded. 
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15. WEBSITE – CLLR M GLEW CONT: 
Discussions took pace as to how the website could be improved. Mr Mathews said that he would contact North Lincs IT department to see if they could do anything to improve the site, before the parish council consider going elsewhere for a new website. 
16. HIGHWAY MATTERS 

HGV’s still a problem on Westgate Road and something needs to be done. The issues have been discussed at NATS meetings. Discussed about cutting back trees to clear signs and placing give way islands. Dave Robinsons interest were more on the High Street and if he had attended the public meeting at the pavilion he would know that residents were interested in having give way signs/islands been put in place to elevate the problems. 
Cllr Neale reported that there is a large hole in Carrhouse Road between Alec Addlesee’s house and large tyre. 
17. NEW VILLAGE MATTERS 

1. Cllr Glew reported that the bridge wall at Dirtness, opposite Smack Farm has been knocked down. He also stated that the Cubs have been asked to do designs for Local Heritage. He has asked the leader if they could send the designs to the Parish Council to look at and they could use one as a council logo.  
2. Cllr Pryce reported that 42 Jeffrey Lane is a mess with overgrown weeds, vehicles parked on the land etc. Ray Mathews explained previous complaints regarding the state of gardens etc. 

3. It was reported that the Remembrance service at the War Memorial was well attended. Some refurbishment needs to be done on the War Memorial. 

4. Cllr Ripley reported on the monstrous extension at Stockhill which is not to planning approval. The roof assembly is the wrong way round to what was agreed.
