Public Forum:  Sean Kelly, Barry Veal  from Epworth Colts explained about the work that had been needed urgently and which the Parish Council had agreed to fund. The project was nearly finished apart from verti-draining. They had received £500 from Epworth Council (one councillor had proposed giving a third and another £1000). They had been let down by North Lincs Council who had said they would not now match funding. The Colts would be giving £2000 to the project. Cllr. Ferris said he could not see why B.P.F.A. would not grant a 25 year lease as they would have nothing to lose. Cllr. Pryce said that a clause could be inserted to allow other sports to use facilities such as hockey. Sean said that was possible provided that fixtures did not clash with the football teams. Barry said that there was a requirement for hockey to be played on artificial grass. Clerk to write to B.P.F.A. asking why there could not be a 25 year lease.
One member of the public (Leanne) explained about the problems on Gares Lane regarding unauthorised buildings and business and now a large portacabin had arrived. There was a suspicion that this may be used as living accommodation.

The 

                 site is already the subject on ongoing complaints about the buildings already on the site. As you go down Bird Lane  

                 you are immediately confronted by these buildings.

                 Due to personal circumstances, it is suspected that the owner may have plans to reside in the portacabin.
