PUBLIC FORUM 

John Stead asked if there has been any improvement with HGV’s on Westgate. It was stated that a new sign has been placed on the slip road stating “Sandtoft Industrial Estate” in big black letters. 

A member of the public asked if there was an update regarding the refurbishment of the war memorial. Cllr Dodd reported that members of the British Legion helped to paint the railings. He has quotes for the refurbishment which will be discussed at tonight’s meeting. 

Mary Kate asked to speak to the council regarding the bus shelter outside the chapel at Beltoft. Mary Kate is concerned about the amount of dead birds she has seen at the bus shelter. People around the village are also finding it upsetting.  Stickers have been placed on the glass before to stop the birds flying into them but either fall off the glass or are being removed. Mary Kate would like the council’s support with North Lincs Council to resolve the problem by placing more posters, stickers or replacing the glass with coloured glass/plastic. The council fully support Mary Kate and think it is a very good idea and will contact North Lincs Council on her behalf.

11. APPLICATION FOR GRANT TOWARDS THE COST OF GRASS CUTTING AT BELTON PAVILLION 

The committee have approached the council for a grant towards the grass cutting. Cllr Ripley explained the committee’s current situation and that they are currently advertising for a new steward/care taker. Various solutions were discussed. Cllr Baker Cliff proposed that the council make a on off payment for this year of £1500 with the assurance of the committee that the situation will be resolved for the start of the next cutting session. Cllr Glew seconded the proposal which was put to the vote and resulted 4 in favour, 2 against. The proposal was passed. 

Resolved: A one off grant of £1500 was agreed. 
12. BELTON MEMORIAL 

Cllr Dodd reported that he now has quotes for the work required. He thanked Cllr Ripley who has also obtained a quote from Barningham Memorials. Cllr Dodd went through the quotes and a report that he had put together for the council. 
Cllr Dodd recommended that the council accept Doncaster Memorials quote. The clerk was asked to complete a grant application. 

Cllr Neale asked when the work is expected to start. Cllr Dodd confirmed that it would start as soon as he had the council’s agreement. 

It was suggested that the council get in touch will the local press to do a story on the refurbishment of the memorial. 

Cllr Dodd proposed that the council accept the quote of £9500.00 from Doncaster Memorials and he will instruct them to carry out the work asap. Cllr Davies seconded the proposal which was put to the vote and resulted in a unanimous vote in favour.

16. BELTON PARISH COUNCIL VACANCY APPLICATION

17. HIGHWAY MATTERS/ NEW VILLAGE MATTERS 
1. Flooding issues on Sandtoft Road at 5 ends roundabout. 

2. Water is standing on the road at Belshaw near Kimberly House. 

3. The wooden railings near motorway bridge have been broken off this maybe a DEFRA issue.
4. The 50mph sign at five road ends has been knocked over and is on the floor. 

5. There is an issue of fly tipping on the old road to Dirtness
6. Cllr Glew and Dodd will look at the telephone box and bus shelter regarding the repairs required. 
7. Cllr Baker Cliff reported that the fund raiser for Belton Barrow race went well and was well attended. 

8. Cllr Dodd reported that he laid the poppy wreath on behalf of the council at Remembrance Sunday it was a bit embarrassing that the council didn’t have an emblem on their wreath. Discussions took place regarding this issue at previous council meetings and a crest was designed. The clerk was asked to place this on the next agenda. 

9. Cllr Warwick reported that North Lincs Council have recently carried out grass cutting on the verges on Sandtoft Road and have made a real mess of them. 

10. Cllr Davies passed a list of streetlight issues to the clerk. 

11. Cllr Ferris reported the continued issues at the old garden centre and once again asked how many months has the curtain been hanging down in the village hall.
