1. Consider Proposals by North Lincs for Land (8 acres) Next to Tip.
    Cllr. Foster apologised for not attending last month. He said that there were no proposals as yet for the land and produced a map showing the location. The site is 8.25 acres and there is a methane gas issue. The only commitment is that there must be public access to the land. There is a Carbon Trust Application for a Methane Collection Monitoring System with a 50/50 chance of success. The gas will still have to be monitored even if not collected.  Cllr. Ferris was told that North Lincs would continue to take away contaminated water for ever. Cllr. Greensitt asked if the site would be capped and Cllr. Ferris said it was already clay capped. Cllr. Bell asked if the contaminated water restricted the use of the site and Cllr. Foster that there could be no buildings on site. Cllr. Ferris suggested that community woodland . Cllr. Davies said she had visited such a site with woodland and the smell of gas was very noticeable and also motor bikes were getting onto the site. She also asked who would own the site and Cllr. Foster said North Lincs would and also maintain it. Cllr. Foster said that there was a large company in the area who may become a sponsor. Cllr. Ferris asked what type of trees could be planted and was told that oak trees were banned but pine trees were suitable. Cllr. Ferris asked if dog bins would be provided.
The proposal was made that in principle, the site be used for community woodland and there was a majority for this proposal.

Cllr. Greensitt asked why the Picnic Area was not maintained to the same level as North Lincs parks and Cllr. Foster said he would check the Service Level Agreement but unless the Parish Council was prepared to pay more it would be four cuts per annum.

                                         The Parish Council is opposed to this application for the same reasons as given on numerous previous applications ie
                                        it is over intensive development, outside the Local Plan and back land development. Access onto the A161 at this site
                                        is a death  trap. The sewage/drainage system on High Street is inadequate with regular flooding. The Parish  Council 
                                        would also refer you to North Lincs reasons for refusing 2006/1171 which were that it was contrary to ST2, ST3, H1, 
                                        H5, H7, Ds1and RD2 of the North Lincolnshire Local Plan. The Parish Council quite frankly is uncertain as to how
                                        many houses are going to be built in total since permission for two houses has been given on three previous occasions
                                        (2006/1548; 2008/0882 & 2008/1690).There have also been three refusals in the past (2007/1984; 2007/1299 & 
                                        2006/1171). North Lincs Council originally said that the site was only suitable for three dwellings. If the existing 
                                        bungalow is not demolished as it was supposed to be, there will be another dwellings. 

                             The adjoining property, No.85 has permission to build two house (2007/1354) and that could result in even more
                              houses where there was only two originally ie one at 85 and one at 91.
