Sean said

       that the Colts had worked hard to maintain the Pavilion and drainage. They are aware that other groups want to use the site ie 

       cricket and kick boxing. He said that they will work to keep the top car park clear. They had still not had a firm commitment

       from the Committee that they were welcome on site for next season. Sean said that the site needs to be one-way. Whilst the

       car park was at capacity, one member was prepared to make extra land available.  There was land available at Epworth for the

       Colts but the committee had voted 10:4 to remain at Belton. Cllr. Ferris said  it was important to resolve the situation. Cllr.

       Mattu had been told by John Hayes that the Colts do not co-operate with BPFA. Joan Biddle said that the Colts had only

       attended one meeting. Cllr. Ferris asked why Colts have to have a one-way system but nobody else and also using High Street

       access was dangerous.
