4. Noel Lightfoot – Christmas Lights Project; Noel gave an update. A Committee has been formed following lots of volunteers including equipment help and a cherry picker. Cllr Warwick agreed £2000 as a start-up fund to go on the new precept and also suggested maybe speaking to businesses on the Industrial Estate if they can help with anything.
5. Ward Councillor - Tim Mitchell.
	a. Confirmed that the village signs had been ordered, Cllr Ripley asked if the Parish had a say in where they would be located, Tim replied saying that they’ve not been erected so possibly so.
	b. Deer warnings signs have been requested to the environment team for them to decide.
	c. Flood Meeting has been delayed until next Friday so will have an update at the next meeting.
	d. Community Speed watch scheme is still struggling for volunteers.
	e. Had a meeting with Ongo regarding the boarding up of some of the houses on Ashtree close, this is because they are currently empty and that is Ongo’s policy. The road on Ashtree also needs some repair work as it is quite damaged. Tim also said he is arranging a community litter pick to get the residents involved in looking after the area. He has a meeting with the council next week to discuss an action plan.
	f. North Lincs are looking into a new on demand bus service to replace the call connect, hopefully more information soon.
	g. VE Day grants are now available and can apply to cover costs of bunting, flags etc.
	h. Belton Pond needs a small voluntary group to be formed so that they can take control of the area and possibly partner up the The Isle of Axholme and Hatfield Chase Landscapes.
