    Mr. Bullivant talked about Wi-Max through the air and showed a diagram. There was already a company operating in 

    Scunthorpe and it would involve putting some equipment on top of Epworth Water Tower the cost of which would be 

    about £12000 but it was thought that a grant of 50% may be available. The costs for businesses would be £295 plus up

     to £95 per month and for dwellings £195 and £27.50per month. Each location would have to have “line of sight” to the 

    Water Tower. To cover all of the Parish extra equipment would be needed on tall buildings. It was suggested that 

    Epworth may like to be involved to reduce capital costs. It was agreed that the Council supported the idea in principle 

    and this would be put on next agenda..

                                It would cause unacceptable harm to the historic landscape which is of national and local importance by introducing a 

                                dwelling and associated structures  into an open area. The Parish Council would like to point out that in addition to 

                                refusing  2006/1154 it refused permission to a similar application on 2005/1324. The Planning Inspector also refused an 

                                appeal on the basis that to protect the character and appearance of the area, which is part of an area designated in the 

                                Local Plan as an AOSHLI. In particular, the proposal would conflict with Local Plan Policies LC14, DS1 and RD2.
