Minutes of the Meeting of Belton Parish Council held on 16th November 2010 in Belton Public Hall.

Apologies for Absence:  Cllrs. Pollard. & Greensitt. 
Public Forum:  Mr. & Mrs. Yates (Woodcarr Cottage) asking who owned Woodcarr Lane as it has been raised in height by one metre and encroaching onto their land and causing flooding.
It was agreed to deal with item 9 next and Standing Orders were suspended to allow the public to air their views on Application 2010/1218.

Cllr. Redfern said that policies had not been complied with in so much as little or no information had been provided in advance of the application so that proper consultations could have been made. Also, there had been little or no provision made for wider access to the plans. Cllr. Redfern raised some as follows. There was a need to sustain and protect the environment as there was poor rural transport facilities, limited class room space which would result in larger number of pupils per class. There was no proven need for affordable housing in the Parish. Drainage problems and Severn Trent Water advise that public sewers should not be built over or close to or diverted.

The Drainage Board had said that rainwater butts should be discouraged and the design had not been approved in open court. Cllr. Biltcliffe said that regarding surface water there were alternatives to rain butts such as rain water harvesting.

Liz Harrison said they had a petition with over six hundred signatures opposing the development. Cllr. Ripley said that the Broadmeadow Survey of 19/1/2010 had said there was a need for 16 houses. Cllr. Ferris said that it had been an expensive survey but the opinion of the village was that there was nil need for affordable housing. Cllr. Redfern said that the Fordham survey showed potential future need not current need and Fordham not realistic – there has to be a clear identifiable need.   
John Hayes said that if it had been a private development it would be thrown out and reasons given were not sound, it had been a “tick box” exercise. The primary school was overflowing and people are unable to get places for their children. He said it does not meet PPS1 & PPS3 of the Local Plan and is outside the boundary for development and that it would lead to further expansion. The access would be onto a narrow leafy lane with a large increase in traffic and there was no provision for street lighting. If permission was given he would seek a Judicial Review. He said that North Lincs had brown field sites for sale but at a high price

Andrew Smith said that Section 6 of PPS3 said that every attempt should be made to use brown field sites and use compulsory purchase if necessary.
Liz Harrison said that decision had been taken before the July letter had been sent to the Council.

Justine ? said that Belton was the main artery for the Isle and each property would have 2/3 cars.

Nigel Saxelby said that walking along Carrhouse Road he had twice seen cars hit another and seen skid marks indicating previous incidents and that more cars would be a nightmare.
Mike Saxelby said that trees close to the site would reduce visibility and cause accidents.

    2010/1218  Land South of Carrhouse Road, erect 10 affordable bungalows & new access road – Full Planning.

       The Council voted, with one objection,  to oppose the application for the reasons below.

   1. It is in open countryside and outside the limits for development as per the North Lincs Local Plan. It is in an area of  

        Special Historic Interest and High Landscape Value, some of which would be destroyed by the development.

   2. The local primary school is already operating at full capacity and is turning away children.

   3. The drainage system in the area is inadequate for the existing population and has caused flooding to properties on 

       numerous occasions.

   4. The access would be onto a narrow road (Carrhouse Road) which has already seen accidents, skids etc and the 

        resulting increase in traffic can only exacerbate the problem, especially in winter as Carrhouse Road is not on the

        precautionary road salting schedule.

   5.  The developer etc have not been able to prove that there is a need for affordable housing  let alone for ten properties.

   6. It is believed that the properties could ultimately be sold to tenants as the restrictions for such homes elsewhere are not

        in the present plans.

   7.  There is no or very little opportunity for employment within the locality and bus services to the nearest centres of 

         employment (Doncaster and Scunthorpe) are virtually non- existent, therefore, there is increased private car usage for 

         those able to afford a car.

   8.  The Parish Council has not received any votes in favour of the plans from the ordinary residents of the Village.

   9.  Belton is not a “rural designated” area and consequently the applicant cannot ensure perpetuity and therefore, PPS3

         prohibits the use of rural land exception policy in such circumstances.

 10   Flood Risk states that the Development Plan should take account of environmental issues such as the potential impact of 

        the environment on proposed developments by avoiding new developments in areas at risk of flooding and sea level 

         rise, and as far as possible, by accommodating natural hazards and the impacts of climate change.

 11. There is also the threat of removal of some trees.
