     Appeal against garage at 64 Sandtoft Road was allowed (2008/1721). Letter from Mrs. Beecher concerning building plot 

     corner of High Street & King Edward Street and also that wall was supposed to be maintained.. Cllr. Redfern had 
     investigated  incorrect signage in Beltoft and also state of  void properties on Ashtree Close. Cllr. Greensitt mentioned 
     lack of equipment from North Lincs and not recycling rubbish. Agreed to put litter picking on next agenda. Cllr. Bell 

     raised concerns about Council’s recent comments on proposed new kiosk at Filling Station as it appeared that Council

     only wanted one shop in Village. Clerk to send amendment that it was the concerned about losing Post Office.

     Response to request for civilians to use speed cameras was negative. Minutes from NAT’s meeting 21st June. Cllr. Pryce 

     reported on NAT’s meeting that there had been 105 crimes in total of which sixteen burglaries other than dwellings, eight 

     dwelling burglaries, eleven  criminal damage. New shift patterns would mean more officers on the beat but with a bigger 

     area to cover. There had been 171 speeding offences on the A161 of which 141 were local people. There had been two 

     car thefts last month. The next meeting is at Epworth on 13th September. It was reported that there had been a lot of 

     diesel theft. Cllr. Bell said that there had been a burglary at 35 High Street on Friday afternoon. There had been a number 

     of thefts of lead from properties on Westgate Road. Clerk to ask what Police doing about this.

  9. Consider Eco/Bio Mass Meeting Results.

      Cllr. Ripley handed out various leaflets with various on the subject. Cllr. Pryce said that the use of miscanthus on the land 

      owned by the Parish Council had been investigated. Cllr. Ripley said that at present the land was under a Stewardship 

      Scheme which brought in £1500 for ten years and this would end in 2013. Other renewable energy crop schemes included 
      willow coppicing . Miscanthus (Elephant Grass)  seemed  the most appropriate for Belton for a period of about twenty 

      years. At a recent symposium in Brigg, the future of renewable energy for Humberside had been discussed and 

      Miscanthus was  the main item although alternative crop schemes were discussed. The cost of setting up a scheme would 
      be about £2000 per hectare ie preparing and planting but a grant of 50% may be available from Natural England. Then 
      after two to three years income from crops would be obtained. The average income would build up over twenty years 
      and would be about £500/600 per hectare net. The current stewardship scheme ends 30/9/2013 but the Natural England 
      scheme ends 31/3/2013  but if the Council cancelled the stewardship scheme, it would have to repay all money received. 
     There may be a new Natural England scheme in 2014 and the situation will be reviewed in 2013.
