    The PCC had an estimate of £248.20, Cllr. Ferris proposed a grant for the full amount, seconded by Cllr. Mattu, this was 

     passed.
10. Consider Request for Grant from Belton Bowls Club.

      Resolved, to grant £438.00 for insurance, but the Clerk to ask the Club to consider amalgamating their insurance with 

      that of BPFA to reduce the cost.
11. Consider Sign for Beltoft Pinfold.

      Mrs. Miller had prepared a history of pinfolds for Beltoft etc and possible cost of £200. Clerk to get prices for sign that 

      matched the one at Bracon.
12. Consider Eco/Bio Mass Meeting Results.

      Cllrs. Ripley and Pryce had attended. The conclusion was that there was a demand, Drax Power Station will be using 

      nine million tonnes over the next few years. The material used to power these was good for growing on odd shaped bits

      of  land and would be profitable over ten years. Prices were based on grain prices two to three years ago and there was

      a guaranteed income up to fifteen years. The suggestion was made about using the strips of Land that the Council used.
      Cllr. Ripley said that the Council’s RPA agreement ran out in 2013 and that there may be grants available for planting 

      over two years and that the establishment costs were about £2000 per hectare. Cllr. Davies thought this was a good 

      idea. Cllrs. Ripley and Pryce to do further investigations and this would be put on next agenda.
13. Consider Request for Assistance Regarding Road Safety.
      The Clerk read out a letter from Mr. John Morrisson of Epworth which mentioned the speeding along the A161. He also 

       mentioned that a 30mph sign between Epworth and Haxey had been moved but the appropriate street light had not been 

       moved. This was also true at Sandtoft Industrial Estate.
