2. Approve Delegation of Power to Clerk to Give a Group Dispensation for Councillors to Set Precept.

    The Clerk explained that this was necessary to protect councillors when setting precept. Resolved, to give the Clerk the

    authority to grant Group Dispensation to councillors.

   5. Consider Support for Belton Wheelbarrow Race.

       Terry Cheshire plus three other committee members introduced themselves. Mr. Cheshire said that they had a 

        constitution and minutes were available . A bank account was in place and some training had been done. Two pubs were 

        supporting them as was the Epworth Bells. The first race was planned for 30th June 2013 and the hope was that it would 

        continue and foster some community spirit with different age groups working together. Funding was needed as they had 

       no cash or wheelbarrows but they did have one cup for the adult race. Mr. Cheshire said that projected funds of £400 

       from the Wheatsheaf and two hampers were being raffled. Projected costs were insurance £300, hi visibility vests £300, 

       barrows £750 (15), first aid kits £150, prizes £500, drinks £400 and marketing £250 (adverts). Trestle tables were 

       needed and somewhere to store the barrows. Total possible costs £1500-£1800. It was thought that North Lincs may 

      give some support. There is a Burns Night organised and local companies would be contacted for support with their 

      logos going onto the barrows. There would be a leaflet drop in February and June. It was hoped that they would be able 

      to support other groups in the village. Cllr. Redfern said they should contact local radio. Cllr. Drury suggested that this 

      be put onto next agenda to give the committee time to get more accurate costings. Cllr. Redfern proposed that the

      Council purchase the wheelbarrows, this was seconded and passed. 
   6. Consider Applications for Co-Option onto Council.
       Two applications received, Mr. Paul Johnson and Mr. John Warwick. The Clerk handed out voting slips and the result

       was  no votes  for Mr. Johnson  and  five votes for Mr. Warwick.The Chairman thanked Mr. Johnson for applying.
7.  Reports by Councillors and Clerk.

     E-mail from Mr. Paul Johnson saying that he and Mr. Walters cannot work on telephone kiosk at Belshaw Lane 

     because of strong objections raised by the owner of “The Spinney” next to kiosk. Mr. Johnson said that the occupier 

    was concerned about privacy ie people gathering round the kiosk. Mr. Johnson also said that his hedge was right up 

    against the kiosk so that painting the rear was impossible.

     Mr. Lee’s solicitor has asked for confirmation that the Parish Council will keep the land as an open space for public use, 
     no fly tipping or use by 4x4’s and  motorcycles. Also that the commemorative plaque (wording to be agreed) to be 
     maintained. These conditions were accepted. Cllr. Redfern said that Westgate Road would be resurfaced next year. She 

     said that the semi-permanent weight restriction was having some effect and that sat-navs now incorporated this limit.
